SHEM has many activities taking place as the holiday season approaches. Christmas food box applications are being completed and distributed to the churches and organizations. There are several food drives taking place. Hawthorne School will be delivering their food on Thursday, November 21st, after 3:30 pm. We need your help sorting and stocking the shelves with the food collected. The Salvation Army bell ringing will take place November 30th and December 7th and 14th. The money collected during the bell ringing pays for the backpacks for the Back to School celebration.
